 Summer Reading Tips   

 

Read aloud to your child as often as possible. 
       Students are never too old for this!  Reading  

       aloud will build your child’s vocabulary and under- 
       standing of story parts.   

Most of all, read-alouds  
       are fun! 

 
Keep a word log — a “Cool Words Book”. 

       In a small notebook, write words your child finds 
       interesting for any reason.  The “Cool Words Book” 

       will promote a love of language. 
 

Get excited about children’s magazines and read 
    them together.  Read the articles, work the puzzles, 
    and play the games together.  A subscription in your 
      child’s name is super, but the library will have many 

      titles that your child can borrow. 
 

Encourage reading for pleasure.  Getting your child 
    hooked on a particular author, series, or subject is one 
      good way to get them excited about books.  Be sure to 
      praise your child for reading, and be a role model by 

      reading yourself. 
 

Encourage reading for meaning.  Invite your child to 
      ask questions if he or she doesn’t understand  

      something.  Children comprehend more when they think 
      about what they read. Also encourage your child to  

      predict what will happen next.  Reflecting and predicting 
           keep the reader focused, and aid comprehension.
